Originally premiering in 2001, Jason Robert Brown’s intimate and moving two-person
musical follows the rise and fall of a romance between Jamie, a budding novelist, and
Cathy, an aspiring actress. Told from their individual perspectives over the course of
their five-year relationship, the emotionally resonant The Last Five Years features an
unforgettable score amidst the complexity of love and heartbreak.

For over two decades, she has
brought compelling stories to life on stages across the Pacific
Northwest, nationally in Washington, Oregon, and
Pennsylvania, and internationally in Canada and
Turkmenistan. Their work has been featured and celebrated

Company, Seattle Children’s Theatre, Seattle Public Theater, and more. As a Co-Atrtistic
Director of Sound Theatre Company, Shermona is committed to creating spaces where
diverse stories and perspectives take center stage, championing a vision of theatre that
is vibrant, inclusive, and transformative.

ABOUT JASON ROBERT BROWN (Writer/Composer)
Jason Robert Brown is the ultimate multi-hyphenate - an
equally skilled composer, lyricist, conductor, arranger,
orchestrator, director, and performer - best known for his
dazzling scores to several of the most renowned musicals of
our time, including the generation-defining The Last Five
Years, his debut song cycle Songs for a New World, and the
seminal Parade, for which he won the 1999 Tony Award for
Best Score.

Brown has been hailed as "one of Broadway's smartest and most sophisticated
songwriters since Stephen Sondheim" (Philadelphia Inquirer), and his "extraordinary,
jubilant theater music" (Chicago Tribune) has been heard all over the world, whether in
one of the hundreds of productions of his musicals every year or in his own incendiary
live performances. The New York Times refers to Jason as "a leading member of a new
generation of composers who embody high hopes for the American musical."

Jason's score for The Bridges of Madison County, a musical adapted with Marsha
Norman from the bestselling novel, received two Tony Awards (for Best Score and
Orchestrations). Honeymoon In Vegas, based on Andrew Bergman's film, opened on
Broadway in 2015 following a triumphant production at Paper Mill Playhouse. A film
version of his epochal Off-Broadway musical The Last Five Years was released in 2015,
starring Anna Kendrick and Jeremy Jordan and directed by Richard LaGravenese. His
major musicals as composer and lyricist include: 13, written with Robert Horn and Dan
Elish, which opened on Broadway in 2008 and was subsequently directed by the
composer for its West End premiere in 2012 and The Last Five Years, which was cited
as one of Time Magazine's 10 Best of 2001 and won Drama Desk Awards for Best
Music and Best Lyrics.
